URAIS had not been distingruished for great pocts in
the time of paganism, but during the first century
after the Hijra they boasted of the following five ! :
‘Umar b. Abi Rabi‘a, al-Harith b. Halid al-Mahzami, al-
‘Argi, Aba Dahbal al-Gumahi, and Ibn Qais ar-Rurayyit.
Of the first and last named we possess excellent editions ;
I give here the text of what reimnains of Abii Dahbal,
while of the other two we have seattered in the Kitiab
al-Agiani and elsewhere a fair number of poems to give
us an opportunity of comparing the style of their poetry
with that of the poects of other Arab tribes. A lighter
vein appears to pervade oll these poems; a large pre-
dominance is given to the shorter metres, and the poerns
also are as a rule shorter * than the lengthy qasidas of
poets froin other tribes. As might be expected, the
descriptions of the desert and its typleal animals and

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phenomena are practically lacking. 7These men were born
and brought up in towns ; how could they share the ideas

of the Bedouin Arab roving through the wide country ?
The poeins appear fragmentary (and some certainly
are), i\f we apply the rule emmphasized by Ahlwardt! that
a complete poem should begin with an amatory intro-
duction (Nasid), then descriptiona of varying character
leading up to the chief aim of the poem -—praise or
reviling. However, I am convinced that these poets, as
a rule, did not take that course, and that their poems had
essentially the character at the time of their composition
which they now present, though probably here and there
verses have got lost.? We have here the transition to
a new era, which attained its height under the early
‘Abbasides, and which has become the model for Arabic

poetry down to modern times. |

To come to our poet, his name and genenlogy as given
by az-Zubair b. Bakkar 3 are Aba Dahbal Wahb b. Zam‘a ¢
b. Asid b. Uhaiha b. Halaf b. Wahb b. IIudafa b. Gumah
b. ‘Amr b. Husais b. Ka‘b b. Lu'ayy b. Giaalib; his mother

was Huznil,® daughter of Salama and sister of ‘Abd Alah
b. Salama, who fought at Badr® He was probably born
shortly after the death of Muhammad, for, according to
al-Mada'ini, he composed his first poems towards the end
of the reign of ‘Ali? Of these poems nothing appears
to be preserved. The earliest pieces in his diwan arc
those which refer to ‘Atika, the daughter of the Caliph
Muiawiya. She is stated to have come to Mecea to
perform the rites of the pilgrimage, and while her tent

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was pitched at Da Tuwayy, outside the city, Abia Dahbal
chanced to pass and was able to watch her sitting outside
the tent. When she had noticed him she retired into the
tent, not without reviling him (!). This gave Aba Dahbal
material for a poem,! which he communicated to a friend.
The latter was indisereet enough to let it pass into the
hands of the singers, who composed melodies to it.
Finally ‘Atika heard it, and being curious to get to
know the poct she sent himm a present.  This Jed to
frequent messages and interviews, and eventually, when
she left Mecca to return to Damascus, Abii Dahbal followed
her, apparently seeing her frequently during the journey.
After having reached Damascus, however, she broke off
(through force of circumstance) her intercourse with
hiin, and the infatuated poet became seriously ill. The
poem VI, which he is stated to have composed upon this
occasion, and which, according to the diwan is addressed
to a Syrian lady whose name is not mentioned, suggests
that their relations were of the most intimate character
for some length of time. The poem became widely
known, and Mu‘awiya, instigated by the rather hot-
headed crown prince Yazid, commanded the poet to be
detained if he should attend the next public audience,
which the Caliph used to grant each Friday. When the
audicnce was over and Abu Dahbal, who had attended,
prepared to leave with the other persons, he was called
back by Mu‘awiya. The Caliph, in his customary diplo-
matic manner, mentioned the pocm in question anfd said
that he admirved several verses, but that the fourth and
fitth were rather too pointed.  The poct defended himnsclf
by alleging that what he had snid was true ; he haed only
stated his Dbeloved to be of high rank, she heing the
daughter of the reigning sovercign, thus admitting the
compostition and bearing of the poem. “ Nay,” replied
Mu‘awiya, “ what about you, saying 2—
! Poem XXXI1V, 2 Verse 6.
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‘ Then I led her by the hand to the green pavilion,
We both walking upon polished marble’ 2

Aba Dahbal protested that he had not composed that
verse, but that others had added it and attributed 1t to
him. Mu‘aAwiya relieved the poet’s fears by telling him
that, in the first place, he knew that his daughter would
guard her honour, and secondly that poets in their love-
poemis say both things that are true and others that are
not. “ Now,” said Mu‘awiya, “ you need not fear anything
from me, but Yazid is full of youthful spirit and haughty,
and I fear he might do you some injury ; therefore I warn
you beforehand.” Mu‘awiya intended to get rid of the
poet in this way, and he was not disappointed ; for Abu
Dahbal, as soon as he was dismissed by the Caliph,
departed in haste for Mecca. However, he continued to
correspond with ‘Atika. One day one of the eunuchs of
the harem came to Mu‘awiya informing him that ‘Atika
had rcceived that day a letter, and that after reading it
she had cried ; also that she had put the letter under
her prayer-carpet and had been despondent ever since.
Mu‘awiya structed the eunuch to use all means, except
force, to obtain the letter in question. He was at last
successful, and took the letter to the Caliph. When
Mu‘awiya read it he found that it was from Abua Dahbal,
and contained some verses rveproaching ‘Atika for not
rewarding his love, and reminding her of the tiine when
he was 1ll 1In Syria.! Mu‘dwiya, who had thought that
his infatuation was ended, sent for Yazid, showed him the
letter, and told him how it bad affected his sister ‘Atika.
Yazid at once advised his father to have Abu Dahbal
killed by one of the Caliph’s slaves in Mecca. Muawiya
did not mean this; he remonstrated that such a deed
would make them a byword for all time to come. Yazid
then recited his father another poem, which he said was

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public property in Mecca, the text of which had been sent
him.! Mu‘awiya, who, in spite of his assertion to the
contrary, must have had some misgivings about his
daughter guarding her honour, was relieved when he
heard the following verse :—

“Alng! for love towards her I have becoine knnown
Yet there has not been betwecen us an hour of bestowing
favours.”

That year? Mu‘ivwiya travelled to Mecea to perforin the
pilgrimage. Before he returned to Syrvia he invited all
pcrsons of distinction and the poets present in Mecea and
bestowed presents upon them ; among them was Abu
Dahbal. As the latter was about to leave the Caliph's
prescnce he was enlled back, and Mu‘awiya acain remon-
strated with him, saying that Yazid was highly incensed
against him on account of his continual references to ‘Atika
in his poems. Abua Dalibal protested that the poems were
not his, but aseribed to him by some 1ll-wishers. Mu‘awiya
again appeased the poet’s fears, and asked him if he was
married. Upon replying in the negative, the Caliph asked
if there was o cousin of his whom he would like to marry.
Aba Dahbal mentioned a lady, and the Caliph gave her
a dowry of 2000 dinars, and a further 1000 dinars to the
poet. Highly delighted that matters had taken such a
happy turn, Abti Dahbal promiscd, under an oath, never
again to refer to ‘Atika in his poems. Mu‘dawiya was glad
to have the matter settled, and also to be able to satisfy
Y azid.

The account of Ihn al-Kalbi, as given above, states that
Mua‘awiya performmed the pilgrimage thatf year expressly on
account of Abii Dahbal. This is not correct, for Mu‘dawiya
came to Mececa for the pilgriinage only twice during his
caliphate, the first time in 44 a.n., when Yazid was only
fourtecn years of age, and hardly old enough to take such

an interest in the affairs of his sister ; the second time in
50 A.H., the motive of his pilgrimage being to have Yazid
acknowledged as successor to the throne by the heads of
the Muslim community at Mecca. Moreover, the poem!
which Ibn al-Kalbi states to refer to ‘Atika is, according to
the diwan, upon a Syrian lady, whose name is not known,
and must have been composed when Abiti Dahbal was
rather older. The record in the Diwan speaks of hin
staying in Syria, till his wife and family belicved him to
be dead, and this is also expressed i the poem itself.  This
latter acecount also states that his children began to divide
his property, showing that they were of age. If the other
poems upon ‘Atika are genuine, Ibn al-Kalbi has simply
brought this one in to make his aceount more dramatic.
This poem 18, however, also attributed to ‘Abd ar-Raluniin
b. Ilassin, who also composed poems upon a dauvghter of
the Caliph. Al-Qali? states that some of the verses arve
not found in the Diwan of ‘Abd ar-Ralunivn.  In fact, it 1s
hardly credible that he should have said of a daughter ot
the reigning monarch 3: *“ Should I mention her pedigree,
you would not find her beneath me in rank of nobility.”
The story that his father or grandfather had once becn
ransomed for a goat in the time before Islam* must have
strongly counterbalanced such a claim ; besides, he was
not of Qurais, and hence could not claim equal nobility
with the daughter of the Caliph.

Next in time come the three verses upon the muvdev of
al-ITusain b. ‘Ali,® quoted in the Kitab al-Agiini, upon the
authority of az-Zubatr b. Bakkir. They may have becn
dropped from the recension of the Diwan by at-Twunnhi orv
Ibn IlIamd for political recasons. The animosity between
the poet and Yazid, who had succeeded his father the

another piece attributed to Aba Dahbal, which, however, is by at-Taimni

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previous year (A.H. 60), had caused Abi Dahbal to turn to
the enemies of the Caliph, and in the following years he is
a fervent partisan of ‘Abd Allah b. az-Zubair. In fact, the

bulk of his poems which are preserved are addressed to
Ibn al-Azvaq ‘Abd Allih b. ‘Abd ar-Ralhman b. al-Walid,
who was for a thine governor of al-Cinnnd in the Yemen
for ‘Abd Allalhh b. az-Zubair. I have not been able to
ascertain the date when he held this post, nor that of
‘Umivrst b, ‘Amv b, Illazm, who was governor of [adramaut
nt the same period, and to whom Abt Dahbal addregsed
onc of his poems! when he felt disappointed with the
reception he had received from Ibn al-Azraq.

Poems VIII, XIX, and XX refer to the last struggle of
‘Abd Allah b, az-Zubair and his followers against the
army which ‘Abd al-Malik b. Marwan had sent against
the holy cities under the redoubtable al-IIaggag b. Yiisuf,
and which took the city by storm in 73 A, ‘Uthméan b.
‘Abd Allah b. ITakim b. 1lizam,* to whom poems XIX and
XXI refer, appears to have been slain at the same tnne.
After this silence appenrs to have fallen upon the poct, who
perhaps was glnd to have cscaped with hisg life.  When,
however, Sulaiman b. ‘Abd al-Malik came to Mecca? in
88 A.H. he questioned Aba Dahbal about poemns XXXIX

and X1, cspecially the latter one, which was directed
agninst the COaliph’s grandfather Marwian.,  The poet
excused himsclf as best he could, saying that it referred
to events long past, and that a general amnesty had been
proclaimed for all political offecnders of those turhulent
times., The Caliph assured him that he had only mentioned
it, and as a proof of his forgiveness he granted him o fre.
at al-Gazin in the Yement The Caliph, when asked why

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he had bestowed this upon him, is said to have replied that
he wished in this manner to have the poet and his memory
forgotten, in which he succeeded only too well.

The last date for the poet we have in poema XXX,
addressed to the Caliph al-Walid. Apparently Abitt Dahbal
had gone from Mecea or his estate at Giazan to Damascus
to beg favours from the sovereign. He asserts that he is
of the same kin as the Caliph; perhaps he came to ask
for permission to reside again at Mecca or at al-‘Ulyab, in
the vicinity of the holy city, where he mnay have had some
landed property, which possibly had been left him by
Ibn al-Azraq. A note to poemm VII tells us that he was
buried there, while XVII, an elegy upon his patron, states
that the latter also found his last resting-place some time
before the poet in the same village. I have not been able
to find out who 1s the ‘Abd Allah b. al-Mugira to whom
pocma XVIII is addressed, and the allusions of some of
the smaller poens are dark.

Aba Dahbal’s papers contaming his poems were left to
oblivion ; the philologers of the following century, whose
merit it was to collect and edit the diwians of the classical
poets, appear to have overlooked him. The Kitab al-Agani?
gives some poems and particulars of his life upon the
authority of al-Mada’ini, Ibn al-IKKalbi, Aba ‘Amr néuﬁatibﬁlli,
and Mulhammad b. Halaf b. al-Marzuban 2; but it was left
to az-Zubair b. Bakkar 3 to collect what was saved of his
poems, together with short historical notices.

The work is mentioned in the Fihrist under the same
title as here ; perhaps it formed at one time a chapter in
the Muwatlaqiyyit, like “ the accounts of llitim at-Ta’i”,
which the Fihrist also gives as a separate work.

The only MS. known to exist of this little collection of
poems 1s the same codex out of which Ndildeke edited the

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diwian of ‘Urwa b. al-Ward and Probster the Kitab al-
Mugtasab of Ibn Ginni, belonging to the University Library
of Leipzig, bearing the number V. 807 (old number D.C.
354). With the utmost liberality the authorities in Leipzig
sent the MS. to Leicester, and through the kindness of the
Town Clerk (Mr. Prichard) and of Mr. Payne I was enabled
to study the book for some time after business hours in
the Town Hall of Leicester. I take this opportunity to
thank all these gentlemen most heartily for the assistance
griven me.  The contents of the intercsting MS. have been
stated several times, but there scemms to have been soine
doubt in certain quarters as to the writer of the various
works contained in the little volume.

I have carefully compared the handwriting, and have
come to the conclusion that the bulk of the MS. 13 from
the pen of Abu-l1 Karain Hamis al-Hauzi, of whom I shall
give an account a little later. Fol. 36b is in a com-
paratively modern hand, a kind of Ta‘liq. Fols. 370-51«
are not by him, and older, as they contain a few marginal
notes by him. Fols. 59a-89¢ may not be by him, as the
writing i3 not so cursive as his hand usually 1s.

The book consisted originally of several quires con-
taining different works, which were later bound into one
volume : o note scribbled on the last page gives a kind
of index of the works originally contained in the volume.
The first part, containing the Kitab al-IIudud fin Nahw
by al-Kisa'i, is lost. The cornmentary upon the preface of
the Adab al-Kuttab, filling fols. 1055-126b, is by ‘Ahd
al-Bivgi b. Mubammad, who ig not named in the title, bhut
both works are mentioned in the list of works which

Hamis studied under Ibn Guhﬁr, found on fols. 350-36¢,
after the Diwan of ‘Urwa b. al-Ward, where we find the

In fact, the MS. is remarkable for containing, as far

as I amn aware, the only complete chain of authoritics
from the original editor down to the copyist for any of
the diwiins of the old poety which have been prescrved
and I have thought it advisable to give in facsimile the
title-page of the diwan of Abi Dahbal as well as the
account of the persons present at the lectures of at-Tantahi
and Ibn 1lamd.

The first six lines of the title-page arc 1in the samne
handwriting as the text, that of Hamis. Line 1 refers to an
index of traditions which Hainis had studied under Ibn
Hairan,! which follows in the MS. immediately after the
diwan of Aba Dahbal. Lines 3 to 6 mention the following
chain of authorities :—

1. Aba Galib Mubammad b. Ahimad b. Tahir b. Ilawmndd
the treasurer (he was librarian of the old library at
Karh; he was born in 418 (417) an., and died on the
13th of <a'lmn 510.

4. The father of the last, ‘Abd ar-Ralwmin b. Ahmad
b. Ishaq anl-Mazini.

His authorities form the subjeect of a special index at
the end of the diwan,

The second facsimile contains accounts of the persons
present at the rending of the diwan in the years 432
and 484 of the Hijrah. The first account gives a list of
the students who copied the work from the reading of
at-Tanthi. I understand the bearing of the text in this
way : After all persons present had copied the text from
the dictation of al-Tanthi (or in the sccond account of
ILn Hamd) one of the students read the whole text over
acain, and any errors that might have been made were
then corrected.

In the first casc this student was no less a person than
the historian of Bagdiad, Aban Bakr Ahmad b. ‘Ali b. Thiibit
al-Hatib! ; in the second Ahmad b. Muhammad b. al-1lasan
b. Muhammad al-‘Akbari, of whom I have not been able
to trace a biography in the works accessible to me.

It is this last-named person who has written the seccond
part of the Strat as-Sami‘, while the first part 18 in the
handwriting  of Hamis. We bhave, therciore, in  each
facsimile specimens of the handwriting of the copyist of
the MS.; he is generally correct, but throughout he has
omttted many diaeritical points, and especially in the
portions in prose he has often drawn one word into
another, making the reading at times rather difficult. As

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for the copyist Hamis, though frequently mentioned
incidentally in biographical works, the only biographies
dealing with him specially (Dahabi, Tadkirat al-Huflaz,
ed. Haidarabad, iv, 59, and Suyiti, Bugyat al-Wu‘at, Cairo,
1326, pp. 245-6) are very short. We learn that he was
born in the month gu‘l.}t’in, 442 A.ar., and died in Sohin,
510 A.H., and that he was esteemed for his correctness:

also that he furnished as-Salafi with particulars concerning
the learned men of Wasit. His name al-Hauzi i3 derived
from al-llauz, a village to the cast of Wasit, and iy
frequently spelt wrongly as ._“'-,;;)_5:“, e.g. Yaqut, Irdad,
i, 61, 1. 2. .

I aan sorry to admit that after diligent search in the
works accessible to me I have not bheen able to trace
biographies of most of the mmen nammed in the account of
the persons present at the lectures of at-Tantihi and Ibn
Ilammd. No doubt o good many of them never attained
sufficient reputation to find a place in biographical works.
Some mny be found in MSS. to which I have no access,
and probably others can supply thiy deficieney. I have
also to thank Sir Charles Lyall and Professor Geyer for
their kind advice and assistance in settling some doubtful
readings; to Sir Charles Lyall I owe, moreover, the
quotations from Yaqit, and he has also had the kindnessg
of reading the proof-sheets.

I have not included o short poem attributed to Abu
Dahbal in the Kitab al-Agani, 1, 124, which has found
o place in the diwan of ‘Umar b. Abi Rabi‘a under
No. 301 ; nor the short piece quoted under his name by
Yiaquat, 111, 540, referred to above. A translation of the
poems, which I have written down, may follow later, as
I consider it necessary for these old texts.

Since the text has been printed 1 have found somne
verses of Abua Dahbal quoted which had escaped my
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notice, and for the sake of completeness I give the
references here, though they do not add much for
establishing the text.

As might be expected, Abti Dahbal drops the hamza
occasionally, which is one of the distinetive marks of the

dialect of the Iligaz, e.g. XVI, 4; XVIII, 11.
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
